Requirements may include:  

• Diploma verification by UM 

• Indication of how you wish to arrange your tuition fee payment (in Studielink) 

• Payment of (the first instalment of) your tuition fees in a timely manner 

 

Did you register for the psychology bachelor’s programme at our faculty, but have you 

changed your mind or already enrolled at a different university or programme? Please 

then withdraw your application as soon as possible. That way your place will free up for 

someone else!
