* Students are required to do 3 content courses from their own specialisation during the year. In order to meet this requirement, students have to choose 1 of the electives of their own specialisation in period 3 or 4, or the MAC internship in period 4 (the internship counts as a content course for all specialisations).
The electives have limited capacity. If more than 20 students sign up, the students may be asked to submit a motivation letter (300 to 400 words), specifying their motivation for enrolling in the course; the criteria: (1) Relationship between the student’s thesis project and the course; (2) Relationship between the student’s professional objectives and the course; (3) Academic interest in the subjects covered in the course. The letters will be assessed by the course coordinator and their teaching team. Students who do not get their first choice will get their second choice.
This rule does not apply to the internship; there is no limitation to the number of students doing an internship.
