• Applied to criminal and civil cases



Public Policy & Legal Psychology

• Policy development skills
• Write policy on legal psychological issues (e.g., 

lie detection in sex offenders, detection of child
abuse in schools etc.)

• Read literature on topic and/or use existing
databases and/or interview policy makers from
the field

• Present report to expert panel
• Work in subgroups



Examination

• Most courses exam:
- Open-ended questions
- In English
- Critical score of 6



Practical: PsyLaw in Action

• Get acquainted with instruments
• Visit institutions (forensic hospital, prison, 

police)
• Meet people working in the field (TBS, 

police lectures)
• Learn about expert witnessing in a mock 

court



Internships

• Research at the university (in Maastricht or 
elsewhere/abroad)

• Research at a forensic clinic or prison
• Research at the police

• Clinical internship (for NIP or GZ verklaring)
(additional as contract student AFTER graduation)
