Neuropsychology in the Courtroom

• Clinical neuropsychology
• Neuropsychological assessment
• Neuropsychology of memory
• Applied to criminal and civil cases



Public Policy & Legal Psychology

• Policy development skills

• Write policy report on legal psychological issues 
(e.g., lie detection in sex offenders, detection of 
child abuse in schools etc.)

• Present report to expert panel (e.g., police
officers



Examination

Practical: Legal Psychology in Action

• Get acquainted with instruments
• Visit institutions (forensic hospital, prison, 

police)
• Meet people working in the field (TBS, 

police lectures)
• Learn about expert witnessing in a mock 

court



Internships

• Research at the university (in Maastricht or 
elsewhere/abroad)

• Research at a forensic clinic or prison
• Research at the police

• Clinical internship (for NIP or GZ verklaring)
(additional as contract student AFTER graduation)



Job opportunities

• Jobs at the police, forensic clinics, prisons, university
(PhD-student)

Admissible

Non-Dutch University 
Bachelor Psychology

Check if the bachelor’s degree is equivalent to a Dutch university bachelor’s
degree

All other University 
Bachelors**

Additional requirementes: 
- 12 ECTS statistics
- 4 Psychology courses
- Motivation letter
- The bachelor's degree must be substantially relevant to the master's 

specialisation of your choice

Bases on these requirements, the Board of Admissions will make a decision 
about your admissibility

HBO Bachelor*** Not admissible

Students from outside the Netherlands must prove their competence in English
